INTRODUCTION

This document relates to the Act of Sederunt (Actions for removing from heritable property) 2012 (SSI 2012/136) which was made on 9 May 2012. It has been prepared by the Secretariat to the Sheriff Court Rules Council and outlines the reasons for changes to rules as a consequence of the various provisions contained within the miscellaneous instrument.

CONTENT OF THE INSTRUMENT
The Bankruptcy and Diligence etc.(Scotland) Act 2007 amends both the law on sequestration and personal bankruptcy as well as that of the law of diligence. 

Part 15 of the Act relates to actions for removing from heritable property. In particular, section 215 (procedure for execution of removing) provides that the procedure and practice to be followed in the execution of any decree for removing from heritable property may be regulated and prescribed by Act of Sederunt.
This instrument prescribes for the practice and procedure to be followed in the execution of any sheriff court decree for removing from heritable property.
The instrument comes into force on 18 June 2012.
