	1. Fees will not be charged where an action is brought by a person who is exempt from payment of fees. There are a number of available exemptions (set out at (a) – (h) below). However, these exemptions are not available for commissary proceedings (Part 1 of the Sheriff Courts fees schedule) or a petition for removal of disqualification (item 18 in the Sheriff Court fee schedule).
Available exemptions
(a) A person is in receipt of civil legal aid within the meaning of section 13(2) of the Legal Aid (Scotland) Act 1986
(b) the fee is payable on the basis of any regulations made under section 36 of the Legal Aid (Scotland) Act 1986 providing for legal aid in a matter of special urgency

(c) a fee is payable in connection with a simplified divorce or dissolution of a civil partnership and the person is in receipt of advice and assistance from a solicitor under the Legal Aid (Scotland) 1986 in respect of that application; or

(d) a person or their partner* is in receipt of income support under the Social Security Contributions and Benefits Act 1992;

(e) a person or their partner* is in receipt of guarantee credit under the State Pension Credit Act 2002;

(f) a person is in receipt of income based job seeker’s allowance under the Jobseekers Act 1995;

(g) a person or their partner* is in receipt of working tax credit provided that 

i. child tax credit is being paid to the party, or otherwise following a claim for child tax credit made jointly by the members of a couple (as defined in section 3(5A) of the Tax Credits Act 2002 which includes the party; or

ii. there is a disability element or severe disability element (or both) to the tax credit received by the party;
and that the gross annual income taken into account for the calculation of the working tax credit is £16,642 or less
(h) the person or his or her partner is in receipt of income-related employment and support allowance under the Welfare Reform Act 2007.
(i) the person is in receipt of universal credit under Part 1 of the Welfare Reform Act 2012;


	2. In the Court of Session, for motions that are enrolled in the process of the cause or made orally at the bar in accordance with rule 23.2 of the Rules of Court (enrolment of motions), no fees are payable in the following cases:
a. Where the motions operates solely so as to activate further steps of procedure and any opposition to motions.

b. Under the following rules of court:

19.1 - Decrees in absence, 22.3(5)(a) - Closing record, 36.13 – Death, disability, retrial etc. of Lord Ordinary, 37.1(2)(b), 37.1(6) and 37.1(7) – Applications for jury trial, 37.10 – Application for verdicts, 38.17(1) Orders for hearing, 40.7(3) – Procedure following transmission of appeal process, 40.11(1)(a) – Early disposal of appeal but only in so far as the motion relates to rule 40.7A (required application for early disposal of appeal against interlocutor other than final judgement), 40.15(1) – Orders for hearing of appeal, 41.15(1) – Motions for hearing of appeals, 41.22(1) – Motion for further procedure.

Where fees are chargeable for motions, these are in addition to any other fees charged for items B2, B6 and C6 of the table of fees below. But they will not be in addition to the fees charged for items B9, B10 and B13. No fees are payable by debtors in connection with any proceedings under the Debtors (Scotland) Act 1987.


	3. In the Sheriff Court, no fees are payable for any applications in relation to the enactment relating to births, deaths and marriages, Part III of the Social Work (Scotland) Act 1968, the Mental Health (Care and Treatment) (Scotland) Act 2003and Part II of the Children (Scotland) Act 1995 (including appeals) or Section 129 of the Consumer Credit Act 1974. With the exception of the fee for item 34, no fees are payable by debtors or creditors in connection with proceedings under the Debtors (Scotland) Act 1987 or the Debt Arrangement and Attachment (Scotland) Act 2002.

	4. No fees will be payable by the Crown (including any officer of the Crown as such or government department) in the enforcement of the criminal law or in the exercise of powers or the performance of duties arising out of or relating to that enforcement.

	Notes to Sheriff Court Fees

1. Any defenders, compearers or parties who have the same interest and who lodge, or are preparing to lodge, a writ in their joint names shall be treated as a single defender, compearer or party.
2. The fee charged at item 5 does not include, in the case of an application for the registration or renewal of registration of a club or miners’ welfare institute under the Gaming Act 1968, the registration or renewal of registration upon such application. 

3. When a summary cause is remitted to the ordinary cause roll, items 5 and 23 shall become payable in respect to the cause of the persons who would have been required to pay them if the cause had been from its commencement an ordinary cause, less the amount of any fee previously paid by the person in respect of the cause.

4. When any commissary proceedings, bankruptcy proceedings or proceedings under the Requirements of Writing (Scotland) Act 1995 are opposed, items 5 and 23 shall become payable in respect of the proceedings by the persons who would have been required to pay them if the proceedings had been, from their commencement, proceedings to which those items applied, less the amount of any fee previously paid by the person concerned in respect of the proceedings.

Minute – a minute in terms of rule 14.2 of the Ordinary Cause Rules 1993 or in the case of a cause commenced before 1.1.94, a minute lodged under the Ordinary Cause Rules 1983 other than a joint minute, a minute of amendment/abandonment/admission/agreement/tender or acceptance of a tender/decree in absence.

c. Motion means a written motion to which Chapter 15 of the Ordinary Cause Rules 1993 applies, a written motion made in an undefended family action in terms of Chapter 33 of the Ordinary Cause Rules 1993 in which no notice of intention to defend has been lodged or in the case of a cause commenced before 1.1.94, a written motion made under the Ordinary Cause Rules 1983.

d. Small claim is defined in the Small Claims (Scotland) Order 1988

e. Summary Cause is defined in section 35 of the Sheriff Courts (Scotland) Act 1971

f. Writ – any document containing written pleadings relating to proceedings in the sheriff court and includes an inventory of estate, a precept of arrestment in a liquid document of debt, a notice of intention to defend and a notice of appearance lodged in an action of multiplepoinding under rule 35.8 of the Ordinary Cause Rules 1993. 

g. Partner means a person to whom a person is married, or with whom the person is registered as a civil partner in terms of sections 1(1), 85(1) or 137(1) of The Civil Partnership Act 2004.
