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I am the Executive Director of Engender, which works on women’s social, economic, and political equality in Scotland. I am a member of the Scottish Women’s Budget Group, and the Scottish Human Rights Consortium management committee. I also Chair the board of the Rape Crisis Centre in Glasgow, and am Vice-Chair of Rape Crisis Scotland's board. Among other working groups, I sit on the equality advisory groups of Skills Development Scotland. 

I was a member of the YWCA Glasgow board for eight years, and served a four year term on the GMB union's National Equality Forum.
