Guidance on PI-AS Form

If option (a) is selected:

an interlocutor will be issued discharging the timetable and any assigned hearings and continuing the cause for the lodging of a joint minute.  An appearance is not required at this stage.

In the event that a joint minute is not lodged within 28 days of the date of that interlocutor the cause will automatically be listed for a by order hearing when an appearance will be necessary to explain to the Court the failure to lodge a joint minute.

If option (b) is selected:

an interlocutor will be issued discharging the timetable and any assigned hearings and continuing the cause for the lodging of an acceptance of tender/acceptance of offer.  An appearance is not required at this stage.

In the event that an acceptance of tender/acceptance of offer is not lodged within 28 days of the date of that interlocutor the cause will automatically be listed for a by order hearing when an appearance will be necessary to explain to the Court the failure to lodge an appropriate motion.
If option (c) is selected:

an interlocutor will be issued discharging the timetable and any assigned hearings and continuing the cause for the lodging of a joint minute.  An appearance is not required at this stage.

In the event that a joint minute is not lodged within 56 days of the date of that interlocutor the cause will automatically be listed for a by order hearing when an appearance will be necessary to explain to the Court the failure to lodge a joint minute.

If parties have outstanding issues (expenses, certification, sanction, other) an opposed motion can then be lodged along with parties’ joint minute/acceptance of tender/acceptance of offer. The by order hearing will be discharged and an opposed motion hearing will be assigned to give parties an opportunity to address the court on any outstanding issues.
